Look again 

and consider these facts: 

� Kenya has 61 different language groups 

but only 12 have the entire Bible.  

� There are 110 languages in the country 

of Tanzania but very few have any Bible 

translation. At least 70 languages in 

Tanzania could start Bible translations 

right now if there were people ready to 

help them.  

� Across the continent there are nearly 

2000 language groups and of these 900 

need Bible translation. If the church 

among these groups is ever going to be 

the church God wants it to be they need 

God’s Word. 

� There are still groups that have no 

church or have not heard the Good 

News of Jesus
