Translation Progress
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Ken: We are planning on living 
in Lusaka—the capital at this 
time.  One of our first task is to 

find a home for our family.  We 
hope to find a place that will 
work well for home schooling, 
office space and room for 
visitors. ����    
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Sue: It’s true it is a big step of 
faith for us but we strongly sense 
the Lord in this and we are 
honestly very excited about this 
new change.  Many of our 
partners expressed excitement 
with us that this door has opened 
up because they know our hearts 
are in Africa.  
 
We are still encouraged to hear 
how the Mayogo language group, 
with whom we worked in the 
Congo, is continuing to translate 
the New Testament into their 

language—in spite of war, hunger, 
and difficult trials. Praise God that 
we could pour so much into them 
by training them and Wycliffe is 
doing much to help the work to 
continue. 
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Ken: Well, they have a great 
training program and the desire for 
this training by the nationals is 
tremendous. Just recently 33 
pastors/leaders in the Congo signed 
up to be a part of The Word for the 
World training!  God’s going to do 
great things through this —–and it 
will be a great adventure for us all 
to be a part of it! 
 
Sue: The change to work with The 
Word for the World will also enable 
me to be free to do what my passion 
and gifting is —Evangelism.  
There’s many needs and I’m hoping 
to reach out to the prostitutes that 
live in the capital city there.  
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Ken: We’re using a drawing of a 
backpack with people inside 
showing how many people needed 
to “go with us”  to represent the total 
amount needed. We liked it because 

we really feel that our team of 
partners are “going with us” . 
As of this publication there is 
still a need for twenty-five 
percent more of what we need 
to setup a home and hopefully 
find a vehicle.  
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Sue: There is such a great 
need for more prayer!!!  What 
we need is constant prayer 
and not just crises prayer.  We 
need you to be faithful to God 
in all you do here in the 
homebase.  It’s like a tree.  
We need you (the roots) to be 

faithful in staying fresh in 
God. In this way the rest of 
the tree (us overseas) can 
grow strong too. The results 
of all of us being strong in the 
Lord will be fruit—
transformed lives for Jesus!!
